Since this is not 
a ritual service, uninitiated members of Kappa Kappa Gamma may be present. 
 
Alumnae gather with graduating seniors following a meal or informal reception hosted by 
alumnae. If this is not possible, alumnae may visit a chapter meeting or event to conduct the 
service. Graduating seniors are called to the front of the room by the association President. The 
alumnae association has prepared a thoughtful memento for each graduate, which may 
include: 

 A flower. 

 A rolled scroll containing an inspirational verse that is tied with blue satin ribbons. 

 A trinket selected by the association.
